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AFP Youth in Philanthropy Award Program 2012

Guidelines for Submitting Nominations
1.)  Nominations for the award may be submitted by a student or a student organization in any public high school located in the Greater Houston area.  The nomination must include a signature from an authorized faculty sponsor and the non-profit organization that benefits from the organization’s efforts.
2.)  The deadline for nominations for AFP’s Youth in Philanthropy Awards is Friday January 20, 2012.
3.)  All nominations MUST be submitted using the forms available on the AFP website and sent via email. Nominators should use the correct form for each award category and follow the instructions listed on the form. When the form is complete, nominators will be asked to send in the form via post mail, email or fax. 
4.)  There will be a first place prize along with two honorable mentions: 
* First Place - $3,000
* Honorable Mention - $1,000 each

The award money will be split equally between school organization and charity. In the event that an individual wins, the entire monetary award will go to the charity.  
5.) The awards will be presented the evening of February 27, 2012 at the reception the evening before the Ask the Experts Conference.

6.)  All nominations MUST address all of the criteria established for each award. Nominators should list and address each criterion separately in narrative form. Narratives should contain complete, clear and concise answers to the criteria.
7.)  Nominations will be judged solely on the responses to the criteria. A maximum of two supporting documents (letters, newspaper articles, etc.) are allowed.
8.)  Incomplete nominations, or nominations that do not address all of the criteria, will not be considered.
9.)  The selection committee for the award will consist of the AFP-GCH Board and the past President’s Council.

Criteria Guidelines

Nominate your student or student group for the Youth in Philanthropy Award!  The Greater Houston Chapter of the Association of Fundraising Professionals (AFP) introduces the Youth in Philanthropy Award to recognize a high school junior or senior OR student group who has demonstrated outstanding commitment to the community through direct financial support, development of charitable programs and leadership in philanthropy.

The Youth in Philanthropy recipient/s will be honored during the evening reception at the Ask the Experts Conference on February 27th, 2012.  Honoree or one student to represent the group, his/her parents, and nominator should plan to be at Hilton Americas Hotel at 6:00 p.m. for the V.I.P reception.

Your nomination for this first-time award should include the following:

· Description of what the nominee/s did, including goals, process, budget, and other people involved in the process (adult leaders or adviser) and of the time, talent and/or treasure the youth gave for the common good and results that were achieved.

· Description of the impact the nominee/project had on the community, including number/s of people involved, organizations helped, etc.  Please include the names and contact information of individuals at the organizations who benefited from the nominee’s work.

· Long term (1 -2 years) impact of the nominee’s work. Will the project/s be ongoing and has the nominee considered the next steps or is working on other projects?

· Evidence that the project/s can serve as a prototype for others or is easily replicable in other communities.

ALL nominations must be received in office or postmarked by January 20, 2012.
